INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

1) The Tecl should be mounted approximately 52 inches above finished floor to
the center of the Tecl. For drive up applications, Tecl should be mounted ap-
proximately 42" - 48" above finished flooring to the center of Tecl. Hand set
units (Optional, Call Factory) should be mounted 40" - 46" above finished floor to
help comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

2) To surface mount the Tecl, mount the back-box using the holes provided.

3) To flush mount the Tecl, cut a hole the size of the back box (8 ¥2" wide X 11
%" high) in the wall. Mount the Tecl in the hole.

LEAVE 2" SPACE FROM THE REAR OF THE DOOR TO THE WALL, SO THE
DOOR WILL OPEN.

4) We recommend an optional weather hood (Call Factory for availability) when
mounting Tecl in a stand-alone application, to protect it from direct exposure to
rain and snow.

5) The Tecl MUST BE AT EARTH GROUND POTENTIAL. Connect a #16
stranded or larger wire from the ground lug mounted on the back-box of the Tecl
to a cold water pipe or other suitable ground. This wire should be less than 50

feet in length.
